	Discussion
	· Ms. Lash welcomed everyone and members introduced themselves. This will be Ms. Lash’s last meeting as Chair of the Council although she will maintain her seat. New members were asked to briefly describe the background they bring to the Council. 

· Mr. Beatty, who will fill the newly created Veterans slot, started a non-profit to assist Veterans with housing issues and is a trustee with the Fisher House Foundation. 

· Ms. Speroff works with the Division of Health Service Regulation and specializes in regulations for Nursing Homes.
· Ms. Rhyne announced that she will be resigning from the Council and is recommending Alan Dellapenna, Head of the Injury and Violence Prevention Branch at Public Health as her replacement. Ms. Lash thanked Ms. Rhyne for her service and recognized her as the first Chair of this Council.
· Mr. Forsythe was nominated as Vice-Chair and he accepted the nomination. He believes that his re-appointment letter may be incorrect as his term was stated as three years, but should have been four years. This will be reviewed as it will affect his term as Vice-Chair.

· A motion was made to elect Mr. Forsythe as Vice-Chair by Ms. Ornitz, with a second by Ms. Boyd, all in favor with no opposition and no abstentions.

· Mr. Amos, a new member, inquired about the signing of a conflict of interest statement. Ms. Lash explained that although no policy is signed by members, a conflict of interest policy is written at the bottom of each agenda and members were reminded that they should recuse themselves from voting as appropriate.
· Ms. Lash distributed a copy of a letter to Flo Stein, Chief of the Community Policy Management Section of the Division of MH/DD/SAS which the Council requested that she write, recognizing the present TBI Staff at the Division for their hard work.

5.  Agenda topic:   Veterans NCIOM Update

	Discussion
	· Ms. Farmer reported that the NC Legislature requested this Veterans study through the NC Institute of Medicine to determine gaps in service for Military personnel. 
· The report was to look at the areas of substance abuse, mental health and TBI.

· Overall it was determined that there is a lack of service provision in all three areas in different parts of the State.

· Ms. Farmer, Ms. Lash and Ms. White have been asked to contribute an article for the NC Medical Journal on TBI service needs.

· The report has not yet been completed but the link will be shared with this Council once it is complete.

· Ms. Lash raised the idea of asking the Legislature to request an IOM study of TBI in the State of NC. Talking points included that these reports carry weight in the Legislature but are often academic in nature. It was noted that it may be helpful to outline what should be looked at before requesting the study.
· It was noted that the IOM has been tasked with studying the impact of Health Care Reform.

· Questions arose about how these studies are funded and the possibility that the money may be taken from the TBI funds.

6.  Agenda topic:  Pediatric Acquired Brain Injury Plan Update

	Discussion
	Ms. Lash gave a brief overview of the Pediatric Acquired Brain Injury (PABI) Plan which has been developed through the Sara Jane Brain Foundation (SJBF), started by Patrick Donahue, the father of a child who was abused and is diagnosed with Abuse Head Trauma (Shaken Baby Syndrome).
· The Carolina Institute for Developmental Disabilities (formerly the Center for Development and Learning) has been named as the PABI State Lead Agency.
· A resolution was introduced in the US House of Representatives however as of this time there is no funding attached to the plan.

· The SJBF is planning a nationwide tour which will make stops in all states to increase awareness about sports injury, especially concussion. They will be supporting any legislation involving TBI Awareness around concussion. 
· NC will be the first stop in the tour and this will occur January 28-29. Stops are planned for Greenville, Raleigh, Fayette and Charlotte.

· Ms. White, who is presently the President of the National Association of State Head Injury Administrators (NASHIA), explained that there is some feeling within the other national agencies which deal with brain injury, including the Brain Injury Association of America and NASHIA, that the PABI Plan was not developed with input from all stakeholders. Efforts at collaboration are ongoing.
Ms. Lash then asked the Department of Public Instruction (DPI) for an update which was given by Tom Winton.

· Ms. Paula Collins conducted a study of the issues surrounding sports injury including concussion at the Middle and High School levels.
· This study will be presented at the meeting of the State Board of Education on January 5 & 6 and then to the NC General Assembly

· Dr. Nelson discussed the Zachery Lysted Law which was passed in the state of Washington. The bill addresses concussion in youth sports and return to play and parent’s involvement and training.
· Mr. Winton recommended that the Council may want to contact Ms. Collins to discuss the report.
· Discussion ensued around the recommendations made by the Athletic Safety Task Force of the NC High School Athletic Association in 2009.
