· Ms. Kaye discussed that there are 2 workgroups: one working on licensure rules for TBI Residential facilities and one on the TBI Waiver. Continuing close work with DHSR and DMA.
· TBI concerns with crisis services are also being explored at the Division.

· HRSA Grant:  -First In Families-working on Lifetime Connections for individuals with TBIs to access community supports.
-BIANC-Ombudsman program-advocates for survivors/families; the 3rd day of training for ombudsman is next week. Family/Community Training with Al Condeluci was well received.

-BIANC continuing TA with 2 clubhouses. Asheville site is focused on health/wellness.  BIANC is providing TA to Workforce Solutions for starting a clubhouse in Raleigh and is currently looking for a site.  
-Project STAR continuing work with SA Task Force. Conference with Dr. John Corrigan is May 17th, 2010 in Charlotte.

· Ms. White has been asked to sit on the PH Injury and Violence Prevention State Advisory Council. There will be a kick off of the State Plan on April 28th at the legislature. Further info will be sent to the Council so that they may attend.
