	Discussion
	· Number of consumers served in all Local Management Entities (LMEs) for fiscal year (FY) 2009-2010 was 813 as captured by the Client Data Warehouse (CDW). Continue to work with our TBI contacts at the LMEs to get proper TBI ICD-9 codes into the system.
· FY 2009-2010 accounting showed that of the 1.9 million in TBI funds, all but $1600 was used.

· The allocation process for TBI money for FY 2010-2011 is now complete. Requests totaled 4.1 million dollars for 1.9 million in funding. TBI staff at the Division will continue to monitor the money quarterly and re-allocate as appropriate.

· The Division’s Lead Agency Plan for TBI was presented for FY 2010-2011.

	Ms. Herbert, Membership Committee Chair:

· Ms. Harrison’s term is over at the end of September therefore a position will be open on the Council for a survivor from the eastern side of the state.  

· Mr. Powell is stepping down after one term therefore there is a position open for a survivor from the central part of the state.
· Other open positions include:  one additional slot for the Division of Health Service Regulation (DHSR), one slot from the American Heart Association for an ABI survivor, and one for a Veteran or family member of a Veteran.
· James Amos – Stroke survivor has worked for Duke Medical for 37 years is recommended by Cindy Boyd who serves on the Council. Mr. Amos serves on many councils and committees.

· Veteran’s Position – Dale Beatty has been recommended by Dr. Katherine Tabor from the Salisbury VA Hospital.
· Ms. Boyd made a motion to accept the recommendation of both Mr. Amos and Mr. Beatty with a second by Ms. Siebelink, all in favor with no opposition and no abstention.
· Discussion regarding the application process for a seat on the Council.

· Ms. Lash recommended the application process be used for anyone on the Council which increases knowledge and commitment of all involved.

· The Council was reminded that there may only be two unexcused absences in a year. 

· Division TBI staff will be working on appointments. Please respond to request emails promptly when applications or resumes are requested.

· If a resume is requested for a re-appointment, please have on your resume that you have served on the Council.

· Ms. Lash – thanked Grey Powell and Tonia Harrison for their years and their contribution.  Both are welcome to continue to attend the meetings as volunteers.

5.  Agenda topic: Waiver Update








S. Johnson  


	Discussion
	· S. Johnson from Division of Medical Assistance (DMA) has been working on a report to the legislature on the feasibility of a TBI waiver. The Waiver Committee has been meeting to assist in the development of the report.
· This waiver would allow Medicaid funds to be used for home and community based services in lieu of institutional care.

· DMA recommended that the waiver be an ABI waiver. Much discussion ensued regarding the benefits and problems of an ABI vs. TBI waiver.
· The target population for the waiver would be Medicaid recipients with brain injury which occurred post 22 years of age, who reside in the state of NC.
· DMA has recommended the use of the Supports Intensity Scale (SIS) as an evaluative measure.

· Both level of care and cost neutrality against skilled nursing were discussed
· Service Array would include the following possible services:  residential, personal assistance, community support, day activity, rehabilitative day program (1 to 1 skill development at a licensed program), supported employment, personal emergency response system, specialized supplies and equipment, home modifications and vehicle adaptations.
· TBI specific Service Definitions will need to be added.

· CMS requires each goal to be individualized therefore a Person Centered Plan (PCP) would be required.  

· It was noted that other 1915I programs may also be researched.

· Ms. Johnson reported that it would take 3 months for the legislative review; the CMS review will take 6 months.  Then, an implementation date would be established.  

· The Council was again reminded that presently there is no funding for the match requirement for this waiver.

· Discussion ensued regarding funding for the waiver and best way to pursue this legislatively.
· The Council should write a formal letter of support for the waiver. 

· The Brain Injury Waiver Task Force will review the drafted information and provide feedback to S. Johnson.
