Purpose:  The purpose of the Innovative Approaches (IA) Initiative is to thoroughly examine and foster improvement for community-wide systems of care that will effectively meet the needs of families of children and youth with special health care needs, resulting in increased family satisfaction with services received and improved outcomes for children and youth with special health care needs.

Description:  This Initiative, Innovative Approaches, creates community-based and family-focused systems of care for families of CYSHCN.  IA will create collaborative partnerships between local health departments (LHDs,) local primary care providers, and families as leaders improving the system of care for CYSHCN.  This partnership is well positioned to lead local efforts to implement effective strategies for systems of care for CYSHCN, and closer collaboration between LHDs, provider networks, and families is critical to the success of a local system of care.

Eligibility:  Any Local Health Department (LHD) or Health District (HD) are eligible to apply to serve either a single county or a multi-county area (maximum of three counties).
