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                                                   Sample Farm Receipt 

CACFP facilities can purchase local food from a variety of vendors, including farms, farmers 
markets, CSA (Community Supported Agriculture), and food hubs. Local grocery stores and 
other food suppliers may also sell locally grown foods.  

Retain receipts, invoices, etc. to document all local food purchases that will be used for CACFP 
meals and snacks and claimed for reimburesement. Receipts of puchase, including those that 
are handwritten, must include: (1) name of the vendor or farmer, (2) date of purchase, (3) 
amount, (4) item cost, and (5) total cost. These requirements are highlighted in the sample 
farm receipt below:
