U {Creaes Sausage, White Bean, and Spinach Soup

Ingredients:

1 pkg of your favorite pre-cooked sausage, thinly sliced
2-150z. cans white beans, such as cannellini, rinsed

4 cups vegetable broth

3 carrots, peeled and sliced

2 stalks celery, chopped

1 Tbs oil (olive, canola, vegetable)

2 cloves garlic, minced

2 cups chopped fresh spinach (or 160z frozen)

Directions:

Heat oil in large stock pot over medium heat.

Add sliced sausage, garlic, carrots, celery, and broth to pot.

Bring to a boil, then reduce heat to low and cook for 20-30
minutes, or until vegetables are fork tender.

Add beans and continue to cook for 10 more minutes.

Add spinach and cook until spinach is wilted (if fresh) or
thawed (if frozen).

Season with salt and pepper to taste.

Serve warm with crunchy whole grain bread.

Makes 4-6 Servings
